Report of Kossuth Lajos Gimnázium és Szakközépiskola about the analisys of the questionnaires 27 February 2005 

 PARENTS’ QUESTIONNAIRES
School – family

The parents of 27 students filled in the parents’ questionnaires. The students of form 9 took part in the survey. So this survey cannot be considered as representative for the whole school.

The moral world concept of the school I.

In the results the ‘yes’ choices are in the majority from the four given possibilities. Over 50 % of the parents gave affirmative answers to the 12 questions. There are affirmative answers below 50 % for questions 5. 6. 7. and 11. The parents feel the cultural choices of the school partially insufficient (5.). There is a greater demand to involve parents in the school life and it appears in the answers to questions 6. and 7. Almost half of the parents express their opinion that the expectations of the school are high and it can be felt at the grading. The parents appreciate the activity of the school and the teachers in the education for work, in the suitability of the teachers and in the education of human relationships among the students. 70-80 % of the parents gave affirmative answers to these questions. The number of those parents who declared that they had no acquaintance with the given questions is minimal.

The moral world concept of the school II.

In the second part of the questionnaire the parents had to grade the importance of the problems regarding school life. It seems from the answers that some of the parents misunderstood the questionnaire. The questionnaire wanted to know how much the given problem is present at the given school. Whereas it seems that some parents answered how much they felt the given incidence as a problem generally at the school. The answers to questions 6-10. (playing truant, indiscipline, violence) refer to this. It cannot be revealed from the answers how many parents were there who filled in the questionnaire in a sense, so we cannot give a correct analysis of the results. It seems to be practical to put some pieces of information to the beginning of the questionnaire to call attention to this misunderstanding.

The relationship between the school and the family

4 groups of questions were included in the questionnaire. In the first group there were questions concerning studying at home. From the answers it seems that all of the students have an appropriate place for studying and they study regularly. The parents usually know that students got homework. Parents think less positively about the coordination of school activity and free time.

The answers about the relationship between the school and the family are mainly in the ‘always’ and ‘usually’ category. More than two-third of the answers is from here. Except question 16, which asks about the future plans of the students. There is a great number of uncertain parents, but the reason for that can be found in the surveyed age-group. In the third group the initiative of the parents show the lowest level. Only half of the parents initiate the relation with the teachers at this question, there are mainly ‘always’ and ‘usually’ categories at the other questions. The participation of the parents in school life is low. There are many ‘never’ and ‘sometimes’ answers. In this question-group only the participation in parental meetings and the knowledge of the school rules are typical. These answers are roughly in harmony with the results of the ‘moral world concept’ questionnaire.

TEACHERS’ QUESTIONNAIRES
Few teachers filled in the teachers’ questionnaires, only 11 teachers who teach in the class, so we cannot draw a conclusion - concerning the whole teaching stuff - from the results.

Regarding the decentralization level of the management a maximum of 100 points could be achieved to the 20 questions. The answers should be given in an agreement scale. The lower is the total score, the less decentralized is the management; the less free is the movement of the employees during the performance of work. Lower score means greater centralization in the management. The total score do not search for great differences. The highest score is 70, the lowest is 55. The total of the scores is over 60, except two answerers. 

There were 23 questions concerning the social sensitivity and solidarity. The total score of the social sensitivity and solidarity had to be determined separately (one question was presented in both group).  Maximum 60-60 points could be achieved in the two categories. The characteristic of the organisational culture can be determined from the total scores. We did not get answers to some questions in a questionnaire, so it could not be classified to the four categories. In the seven questionnaires four teachers belong to the communal category and three teachers to the mercenary culture. (It is true that they were near the limit of the category.) There is no teacher belonging to the network culture and to the culture dividing the community (at least among those who filled in the questionnaire).

There was a questionnaire that could not be evaluated at the cultural level because of the incomplete answers. The questions measured four areas. The distance to the power measured the relationship between the employer and the employee. The higher is the score, the greater is the distance between the employer and the employee. The maximum score was 40. All of the achieved scores are above the limit of 50 %, at two answerers it is above 75 %. The higher score in the collectivism and induvidualism group shows the greater presence of the person’s needs. The maximum score is 30. The scores arising from the answers are above 50 %, but the differences are little. The next question-group examined the relation of the arrogance and the sensitivity. The highest score points towards the masculinity against feminity. The maximum score is 40. In this case the achieved scores are above the limit of 50 %. (The highest score is 25, the lowest is 21.) The last question-group avoid incertitude examined the degree of isolation from the new. The higher score refers to greater isolation. The maximum score is 50. According to the results, the degree of isolation is above 50 % here as well, but the score is a bit higher than the previous was (generally 32-36 points). There were less than 30 points in the case of two answerers.

In the case of the teachers’ questionnaires, we have to call the answerers’ attention to answer all the questions because of the summarizing evaluation, otherwise the results cannot be evaluated. In a closer community the individuality of the answerer is clear from the background questions, it is especially true if the evaluation takes place in the same community. It is conceivable owing to the lack of anonymity that there are problems with the frankness of the answers.

Teachers’ questionnaire made for the interneal evaluation at school:
The answers had to be given on a Lykert type of scale. Scores were given in a way that the total agreement got the lowest point. 

16 questions for teachers inquired about especially important things. On average we got the highest score on question 6 (3,00). Project orientated ways of working in the lessons are not very well known  among the teachers that is why they don’t find it very important. 

The average of the other questions was below 2.5. The majoiry of colleagues considered educating the students to self –reliant ways of learning and working ( question 4) and encouragement of the apprecation of problems in students (question 5) important.
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The next group of questions describe the circumstances that are quite frequent at school. The average is a bit higher than in the first group. The highest score was given to question 20, workshop at school, which means we have to improve this area.

Questions concerning the students gave not very positive result (questions 18, 30)
The best scores were given to optional classes, school trips and out of school connections.

The other questions were evaluated a bit better than average.
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The next group of questions were about atmosphere and cooperation of the colleagues. The teachers view about lessons, result, common ideas, cooperation is good. The average is (2,00 and 2,3). They think communication is open, helpful, supporting. They  don’t feel tense, neutral behaviour among the teachers.
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In consequence the cooperation among the colleagues is good and they don’t find obstructive factors in this matter.
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The role of the headteacher is considered positive.

About “these things are weighing heavily on me” we can say that the school tasks under this heading don’t weigh heavily on the colleagues.
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 The least positive is question 75, the amount of  tasks concerning organization and administration. The result is similar to under the heading: I am burdened because of.... The answer suggests that there is a demand of  competent advisory in critical jobs.

In general the majority of teachers are satisfied with their working activities. 
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STUDENTS’ QUESTIONNAIRE CLASS  9/B
Area 1, 2, 4, 6, 7 were surveyed. The students had to answer with yes or no. 33 students filled in the questionnaire.

Area 1. Free time

In this area the expected positive answers were to questions 3, 6, 10. Question 3 and 6 were not problematic, but  3-4  students anwered no. Question 10, taking part in any kind of regular activities got 50% yes.

Among the questions expected no answers unfortunately many of them got too many yes  answers. E.g. question 2 got 66% yes. It means they spend too much time in front of the TV and computer.  Question 5 got almost 50% yes, which means too many of them spend their free time alone. About 30% take part in fewer out of school activities than their mates.  
Area 2. Behaviour
No was the expected positive answer to al the questions. Nevertheless there were some yes answers. Questions 4, 6, 8, 10 were answered yes by about 30% of the students.If we see the analysys by each student separately we have reason to worry. 2 students answeres yes to 8 questions and a couple of students answeres yes to 6-7 questions.

Area 4. Friends 
The students contemporary connections are very varied. 30% of them don’t have a friend that they can tell everything to. They make friends easily, 26 yes answers. This number refers to the fact that they mean friendship not in the deep sense. Th majority of the students don’t find it difficult to refuse other people’s request (question 4)

30% of them find it difficult to enforce their oppinion.

Area 6. School
Yes was expected in question 1. 30% of the students don’t like school. But this question seems to be too general, because it doesn’t refer to studying, school life etc. In question 6. 50% of the students find it difficult to focus on studying. 

In question 4 25% of them are bored at school and 25% of them have worse results (question 5). The other questions were answered in the expected way.

Area 7. Habits
The answers are the most homogeneous here. Almost everybody gave the expected answer. We can see that in this group alcohol and drugs are not a problem yet.

The answers to the list of addictive matters were given like in area 7. However there are a few students who have already tried alcohol several times and there are some smokers in the group.
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
