Analysis of the questionnaires applied in December 2004 

Preliminary notes:

The questionnaires were distributed in December  to students, parents and teachers.

Class 2.A has 32 students. 31 students and 31 parents filled in the questionnaire from Vsetin.

26 teachers collaborated by filling in the questionnaires from Kaufbeuren.

STUDENTS’ QUESTIONNAIRE CLASS  2.A

1 – FREE TIME

67% of respondents do sports less than the other people of their age group, and 58% of them devote more than 2 hours a day to computers or television, 38% spend leisure time by wandering without any specific purpose and 29% are satisfied with the manner of spending their leisure time.

47% of respondents spend their leisure time alone, for 74% of them their parents do not know with whom they spend their time at parties, 87% do not accept alcohol and drugs as a way of having a rest, 78% of them do not have any regular activities during the week. 

2 – BEHAVIOUR

81% of respondents do not think that they are better than the others, 71% do not enforce their opinions, 62% do not use vulgar words, they are not prone to suspicion (84%), they are tolerant towards other nationalities (88%), they do not threaten with violence (90%). They resent criticism (48%), 46% of them consider consequences of their acts, 22% of them usually do not have a bad temper, and one third of them shout (32%).

3 – FRIENDS

Most respondents are popular with the other people of their age group (78%), they can make friends easily (83%), almost one half of them have difficulty enforcing their opinion in a group (48%), 74% of respondents have close friends. Drugs and alcohol are consumed by 33% of respondents, 34% of them have problems to refuse and 29% of respondents use the surroundings for their interests.

4 – SCHOOL

90% of respondents like going to school and they do not come late, 94% think that their marks are not below average and they did not consider the possibility of their leaving the school, 62% have not missed lessons too often, 80% of respondents are not bored at school, for 16% of them it is difficult to concentrate at school or during study, 3% of them feel jeopardised at school, and alcohol or drugs prevented 6% of them from preparing for school.

5 – HABITS

55% of respondents consider alcohol and drugs as something what is compatible with their lifestyle, 16% have a longing for alcohol consumption or gambling, 9% spend money for alcohol or drugs and 3% quarrelled under the influence of drugs or alcohol with a close person, or they got injured, possibly demonstrating how much alcohol they were able to consume.

Habit forming substances and activities for the latest 30 days

Tobacco was not tried even once by 15 respondents, 23 respondents did not try marihuana, gambling was not practised at all by 20 respondents.

Alcohol was tried once or twice by 15 respondents, three to nine times by 7 respondents, tobacco was tried three to nine times by 5 respondents, marihuana or hashish were tried once or twice by 3 respondents and three to nine times by 2 respondents. 

THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN SCHOOL  AND  FAMILY  

Home preparation – Home studying

38% of students have always a suitable place for school preparation, and 48% sometimes turn on the radio, 28% often listen to the radio, 16% always, and 16% usually study in a regular manner, and 58% of students sometimes accept assistance with their homework.

Family support to school life

35% of parents are always interested in school activities of their child, 54% of parents always and 22% of parents often discuss the child’s day at school with him or her, 54% of parents always and 16% of parents usually know the examination results, 64% of parents are always and 12% of parents are usually made familiar with the information sent by the class teacher, 19% of parents think that the child sometimes like the school and 45% of parents think that the child usually like the school.

Meetings with the class teacher

38% of parents sometimes develop activities to meet the class teacher, 51% always and 26% usually meet the class teacher when they are called to school, 38% of parents usually and 26% always respect the advice given by the class teacher.

Participation of parents in school life

22% of parents always know the internal regulations of the school, the same number of parents usually know them, 12% of parents usually visit class meetings (38% always and 12% sometimes). 

The School Ethos

32% of parents know the internal regulations of the school, the parents think that well performed work is properly appreciated (64%), the school esteem and coordinates the parents’ objections only in the opinion of 19%, parents think that the school is a safe place (58%), teachers are demanding in terms of classification (58%) and equitable (41%), teachers have pedagogical as well as professional qualification (54%), students’ outlooks to the future are great (54%), the school provides good services (61%). In 87% the school maintains good relations with parents.

The parents do not see any problem in terms of insufficient interest of teachers (67%), they see a slight problem in terms of insufficient interest of students (12%) – while as a serious problem it is perceived by 9%, a serious problem of a lack of discipline in the class is perceived in 16% of cases, school violence does not mean a problem for 32% of parents. Teachers are able to listen to students in their personal problems according to 61%, the quality of the teacher’s work was appreciated by 71%, the school time schedule is perceived as a slight problem by 22%, according to 48% of parents the school has enough equipment and aids at its disposal.

INTERNAL EVALUATION

QUESTIONNAIRE FOR TEACHERS

Diversified and modernised teaching is important for 62% of teaching staff, 23% of teaching staff quite agree with this statement. Recognition of individual needs of students is important (50% agree and 42% quite agree). Good personal relations with students are important for 67% of teachers, and for 26% they are quite important. Educating students to rely on themselves – 62% of teachers fully agree and 26% quite agree. Completing materials and media are important (26% yes and 26% quite yes). Close cooperation with colleagues is important for 92% of teachers. Good contacts with parents are necessary for 84% of teachers. 80% of teachers would like to have an influence on the development of the school. 53% of teachers think that students behave considerately at school towards each other. 73% of teachers think that the equipment of school classrooms is good, and 44% think that there is a pleasant atmosphere at school. Close cooperation prevails between colleagues in 15%, partial cooperation is considered by 57%.

Teachers’ meetings serve for open exchanges of opinions – yes and quite yes was answered identically by 28% of teachers, for discussions about fundamental pedagogical issues - partly 16%, rather not 11%. 

The Headmistress provides pedagogical stimulations in 33% of answers, she quite respects the teachers’ independence (38%) and generally gives clear instructions (34%).

34% of teachers are very satisfied at school and the same percentage applies to “quite satisfied”.

The huge number of changes and reforms means a heavy burden for teachers (30% yes, 23% quite yes).

Teachers are moreover burdened by the time pressure concerning a large number of topics during lessons (yes 30%, quite yes 42%), long and lasting meetings -26%.

The teachers are burdened – by the lack of recognition and acceptance on the part of parents (yes 16%), lack of recognition on the part of students – rather not 24% and not 23%. The teachers are still burdened by the lack of appraisal of their work results – yes 11%, 23% quite yes – but 30% of teachers are not burdened by this.

7% of teachers are satisfied with the working activity, while 53% of teachers are quite satisfied.
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Questionnaire for finding the sociability and solidarity levels in the organization 

50% of teachers fully agree with the statement that the goals of the school are absolutely clearly set out, 30% of teachers are not sure about that. 57% of teachers are not sure whether they like one another, and 15% of them fully disagree with such a statement. Conflicts are rare according to 50% of educationalists, while 11% of them disagree with this statement. 42% of teachers spend their leisure time together, 24% of them are not sure whether they would spend their free time this way. 48% of teachers are not sure whether all take part in the achievement of the goals set out, and 23% disagree with this statement. 38% are not sure whether the organisation members know about their personal problems and 30% disagree. 38% of teachers are not sure about and 26% disagree with the statement that at school it is clear what everybody must do. To get something at school, the teachers must struggle for it a lot – 7% of teachers fully agree and 48% agree.

Questionnaire for identifying cultural levels

11% of teachers feel embarrassed at a disagreement with their superiors (fully agree) and 69% agree with this statement. The workplace is stressing for 53% of teachers, 28% are not sure about stress and 16% disagree with this statement.

38% of teachers think that one should speak sincerely and straight (fully agree), 48% of teachers agree. 61% of teachers agree that students should respect their teachers, 15% are not sure about this statement. Teachers should be appreciated more for their competence than for a friendly approach to students – 26% fully agree and the same percentage disagree with this statement. 34% of teachers disagree with the statement that the main motivation should arise from the teacher. In connection with the current occupation, it is important for 48% of teachers that they have enough time for their family and rest, 23% are not absolutely sure about this statement. 38% of teachers deem it for granted that they will answer all questions (they agree), 11% are not absolutely sure and 38% disagree.
